RUST REMOVERS  by Shane Newton

Spring has sprung and we are now back into the 
golfi ng season!  It is fi nally ti me that we can start 
playing regularly again.  So… how do we get back to 
our mid season form?  Here are a few of my “rust 
removers” for the golf swing to get us to mid season 
form as quickly as possible.  

First of all, check your equipment.  If you work with 
faulty equipment, you are doomed from the start in 
anything.  Next, replace or at least clean your grips.  
I suggest replacing your grips each year and cleaning 
them at least once a month.  Cleaning your grips is 
really not as bad as you think.  Just use warm soapy 
water (Dawn seems to work best), a scrub brush, 
and an old towel (or a good towel if you don’t get 
caught…).  Scrub your grips with the brush and then 
wipe them dry with the towel.  Aft er you wipe your 
fi rst grip with the towel, you will understand why you 
should use an old towel.  (Hint: if it was not a black 
towel when you started, it is now.)  While you are 
cleaning your grips, go ahead and clean the face of 
the club.  Be sure to clean out the grooves with your 
brush.  Now that we have clean clubs, next replace 
your spikes.  Do it now or you will forget.  We have 
the spikes you need right here at the golf shop.  Only 
takes a few minutes.

Secondly, stretch those golfi ng muscles at the driving 
range or with practi ce swings in your back yard.  
Work with your short irons and move up to the 
longer clubs.  These should be nice, relaxed swings - 
remember we want to stretch those muscles not tear 
anything up before we even get to play.  The driving 
range is the best place to hit a few shots without the 
temptati on to “swing for the green” like when you 
are playing the course.

The third “rust remover” is your swing.  I highly 
recommend going to some of the tune up clinics 
and other instructi on opportuniti es here at Lake 
Arrowhead.  Clinics are a great way to cover all 
aspects of the game.  Now I know you veteran golfers 
who have been playing for years just rolled your 
eyes, but you need this too.  Just taking an hour to 
focus on your swing will help and if you listen and 
parti cipate, I promise, you will learn something that 
will help your game immediately.  Even if you already 
know “everything” about the golf swing, the hour 
you spend at a clinic will be the best investment of 
the year.  

Old man winter is great at bringing back old bad 
habits that took all of last season to get rid of.  So 
check your equipment, stretch out those golfi ng 
muscles, start out with a tune up, you will be in mid 
season form and actually enjoying your rounds again 
in no ti me!

If “ti ps” from your buddies are not helping your 
swing, stop by and see your golf professionals at Lake 
Arrowhead.  We can get you in the right positi on to 
make a relaxed, natural swing much easier.  We can 
answer your questi ons, explain the real meaning 
behind these “ti ps”, and most importantly, reinforce 
what you are doing right in your swing.
