BOAT SLIPS n an effort to accommodate requests
from our property owners LAYCCis moving the registration
date for boat slips to April. Slip rentals remain at $1950
for a 12 month contract. Thereis no increase in the yearly
rate for boats slips in 2011. This first year the billing will
be adjusted to reflect a billing period from January 2011
to April 2012, a 15 month contract with flexible payment
plan options to facilitate this new billing schedule.
Beginning in April 2011 all 12 months contracts will start
on April 1st. If you wish to pay in lump sum by January 1,
2011, there is a discount of 10% month rental fees.
